Public Service Announcement Video 

We will be making a PSA video for Health. The purpose of your video will be to create a public service announcement using a theme that will inform about a particular substance and persuade people to make informed choices to live life in a healthy way. 

What is a Public Service Announcement?

They are media texts that advocate for specific agencies and organizations and attempt to persuade an audience to act on or adopt the author’s point of view. Many factors influence the creation of PSAs, and the finished product is the result of many decisions made along the way. PSAs are constructed using particular vocabulary, techniques and styles. They often challenge social norms or stereotypes by using humour or by seeking to shock the audience. (Guide to Effective Literacy) 

We will be examining existing PSAs to see what techniques were used to persuade. Then you will be forming groups to decide what healthy anti-abuse or anti-misuse message you would like to create for your peers. There will be work periods to create the storyboards, the scripts, and to rehearse. Hopefully, everything will be ready in time for presentation May 6.
You will earn 3 marks for this assignment. The rubric is as follows:
